The appellant Shri Bhaben Kr. Saikia of Lakhimpur was represented by one Shri Manab Jyoti Deori. The Public Authority i.e. the SPIO of the office of the Deputy Commissioner, lakhimpur is absent. However, Shri Gautam Kr. Saikia, Secretary Jagriti Sanmilita Unnayan Kendra (JSUK), Bongalmora, Lakhimpur is present. 
From perusal of the records, it appears that the original RTI application was addressed to the SPIO and Addl. Deputy Commissioner in the office of the Deputy Commissioner, Lakhimpur on 22.4.2013. Having not received any information from the SPIO, the appellant filed the first appeal petition before the Deputy Commissioner, Lakhimpur on 23.5.2013. Having not received any response from the first Appellate Authority also, the appellant filed the second appeal petition on 17.8.2013 before this Commission.

After perusal of the original RTI application dated 22.8.2013 it is seen that the information sought for relates to implementation of various Government programmes through JSUK, Bongalmora during the period from 2010 to 2013. This Commission is of the view that as stated by the appellant as well as by Shri Gautam Kr. Saikia, Secretary of the said Unnayan Kendra, who is present today, the JSU Kendra, Bongalmora is an NGO registered as a Society and involved in undertaking socio-economic developmental works in Lakhimpur district with Headquarters at Bongalmora, Lakhimpur district. As such it cannot be treated as a Public authority. It is also seen from the case records that the original RTI application was transferred by the Addl. Deputy Commissioner and SPIO, Lakhimpur to the JSUK, Bongalmore on 24.5.2013 u/s 6 (3) of the RTI Act, 2005 for furnishing the information to the applicant directly. In this connection, earlier order of the Commission dtd 09.12.2013  is also perused.  
After hearing both the parties the Commission directs the SPIO and Addl. D.C. in the office of the Deputy Commissioner, Lakhimpur to ascertain from the JSUK, Bongalmora and advise the applicant within 10 ( ten) days from the date of receipt of this order about the cost involved in making photocopies of the same. The applicant will deposit required cost within 7 ( seven) days from the date of receipt of such communication from the SPIO. The SPIO will obtain from JSUK and furnish the copies of the required information/documents to the applicant within 30 ( thrity) days thereafter. 

With the above order the second appeal petition is disposed of.
